
Girls will be assigned to horses or ponies based on the following factors:
1. Height and Weight	
2. Prior riding experiences
3. Style of riding requested

The number of horseback riding lessons may be altered due to inclement weather. Girls will not ride during electrical 
storms or during periods of heavy rain. The camp staff reserves the right to cancel or alter lessons due to inclement 
weather conditions.

Each girl will need:  long pants, and a shoe with ½-1 inch straight edge heel and a relatively flat sole (no 
hiking boots or waffle soles). Shoes must tie, Velcro or zip (no slip-ons). Boots (over the ankle) may slip on.
